Lost by 9 runs
In hot and sunny conditions, the benefit of hosting BBC meant Chris Strange was free to help prepare our square. There was also plenty of mowing needed to clear stalks from the outfield in the morning with several of the members arriving early to muck in.

BBC were a much changed side from last seasons encounter but were also a man light, as they elected to bat at the toss. It looked a good decision as Mondal led the way in 49 run partnership. It was ended by Josh in the ninth who, immediately after the disappointment of Bomber not being able to hold on to a chance at mid-off, took his first ever Ipsden catch, diving forward in his follow through.
Another solid partnership followed before Imad removed the No.3 and had a second in the 20th, 96 for 3. Around this point we suffered a blow, as Justin twisting to chase a ball in the outfield went down clutching his hamstring and had to be helped from the field. We lost not only his captaincy and remaining overs, but he also looks likely to be out for several weeks.
Any hopes of further inroads were dampened by another useful partnership as Randall saw Mondal to his fifty. Jatin brought the openers innings to an end for 60 in the 28th as Imad took a safe catch on the mid-wicket boundary and had a second in the over with the new bat lasting just two balls, chipping tamely to Charlie.
Randall continued to accumulate as we chipped away, Mohit taking his first two Ipsden wickets. Sam then removed Randall (34) in the penultimate over with a hit wicket, as the batsman went deep into his crease to the leg-spinner, only to clout the top of off with his back lift.

Last over and with the new bat and No.10 on strike, there was no warning of what was to follow, but when the dust had settled the book read 4-0-0-4-6-6 as Naranjan fired his side to 200.
The reply got off to a rapid start as Chris got on top of the young opening bowler who lost his composure and was stood down by his captain and father after two overs. The fifty came up in the 8th and Chris cleared the pavilion a few overs later, the dull thump in the car park was traced to a ball sized impact crater in a windscreen.
The bowler though had his revenge, bowling Chris (42) in his next over. Tim joined Charlie and despite the good start the asking rate was still challenging and Charlie trying to be positive fell (33). John sacrificed his normal game and departed for one boundary, 103 for 3.

Imad and Jatin were positive and supported Tim as he built his innings, but when Mohit joined him 60 were still needed from the last 8 overs. 12 from the 30th put us on track but just 2 from the next put us behind again and so it continued, the one big over just wouldn’t come thanks to some tight bowling and with 15 needed off the last, Tim fell going for the big hit, having reached his fifty the previous over as we fell 9 runs short of the BBC total.
For the record: our first hit wicket dismissal since 2017, and just the third in the last 30 years.
